GUIDELINES FOR RETREAT CENTER GROUPS & GUESTS

All groups or organizations that use the facilities at El Shaddai Christian Retreat Center must agree to abide by the following retreat center guidelines:

1.  El Shaddai Christian Retreat Center  will provide a Retreat Director and staff to operate the facilities, including someone at the swimming pool, pond, and challenge course (during scheduled times).  We need a copy of your schedule to assure staff availability

2.  The retreat group will organize its own program and provide a schedule as soon as possible.  There must be at least one leader for each 10 minors per dorm or cabin. Adult leaders must be present at all functions.
3.   Upon arrival, the group will provide El Shaddai with an Attendance Roster in alphabetical order, a Liability Release Form for each guest under 18, and retreat payment.

4.   Recycling is recommended, and if plastic bottles are brought here, empty bottles must be removed upon departure. (We are unable to recycle plastic bottles.) Containers provided for cans.
5.  Chapel use is encouraged, but is used only for worship and training.  Windows and crosses may not be blocked, candles are prohibited, posters are not allowed on walls, and tape may not be used on interior or exterior walls. Large bands may use the pavilion for worship. Speakers, DVD, and mike are available for your  use.
6.  Swimming is permitted only in the pool at scheduled times with a lifeguard present (no night swimming).  Swimming is not permitted in the pond or creek.  Life jackets are required when using the canoes or pedal boats.

7.  Adult supervision is required at all recreational sites at all times.

8.  Closed-toe Shoes are recommended at all times (stickers, spiders, and fire ants).

9.  Meals are scheduled at 8:00am, 12 noon, and 5:30, unless otherwise arranged.  Guests are not allowed in the kitchen due to insurance and safety requirements. 
10. Vehicles are restricted to gravel roads (10 mph) and must park in designated areas.  Vehicles are not normally used to transport guests around the retreat center.  Walking is encouraged.
11. The following are prohibited:  CANDLES, Alcohol, Weapons, Narcotics, Profane language, Pets, Chewing Gum, Tobacco,, opened food, ice chests, and drinks in sleeping areas  
12. Final inspection of the retreat center facilities will be completed prior to your group’s departure. Facilities should be left as they were found, and trash should be bagged and removed.
